The following is a step-by-step guide in helping plan your wedding to make it 
as successful as possible. Remember, these are only suggestions of commonly 
used timelines. 

10 to 24 Months Before The Wedding 

• Set your date. 
• Determine budget, wedding type (formal or informal), and location.  
• Visit priest, judge, etc. and select desired service and date.  
• Hire a Wedding Consultant, if desired.  
• Begin planning your reception by: Choosing your wedding attendants. Drawing 

up your invitation list (both Bride and Groom).  
• Enrolling in the Bridal Registry at your favorite stores.  
• Select your dress and accessories at a selected Bridal store. Be sure your 

bridesmaids appointments are made for fitting too.  
• Contact a local formalwear specialist with your fiancé regarding tuxedo rental.  

Select a photographer, caterer, florist and of course Sound Groove Music Service.  
• Begin searching for a place within your budget to hold your reception.  

4 to 6 Months Before The Wedding 

• Order invitations.  
• Begin making your honeymoon plans by calling travel agency or make 

reservations yourself.  
• Have mothers choose their dresses.  
• Visit doctor for complete physical exam. Schedule blood tests.  

2 to 4 Months Before The Wedding 

• Address wedding invitations.  
• Choose gifts for your attendants.  
• Select wedding rings.  
• Obtain marriage license.  
• Make arrangements for rehearsal dinner.  

1 to 2 Months Before The Wedding  

• Buy wedding gift for your fiancé.  
• Make appointment with hair stylist.  
• Have final fitting on wedding and bridesmaids' dresses.  
• Plan accommodations for out-of-town guests.  
• Mail your invitations with detailed directions to ceremony and reception.  
• Plan bridesmaids' party.  
• Record shower gifts and write thank you notes.  
• Purchase any household furnishings that may be needed.  



• Pick up wedding rings.  

2 Weeks Before The Wedding 

• Send wedding announcement to local newspapers.  
• Make seating plans and name cards for reception.  
• Arrange to change name on drivers license, social security card, credit cards, etc.  
• Arrange to move belongings to new home, if necessary.  

1 Week Before Wedding 

• Consult with caterer, florist, photographer, videographer and Sound Groove to 
confirm your plans.  

• Host the Bridesmaids' Party.  
• Confirm rehearsal plans with clergy and attendants.
